The recovery team found Victinm s body about where yyyyyyyyyy had described the

i nci dent took place, about 400" swimfromthe entry point. He was face up on the
floor 10" (25cm fromthe guideline, in a area with about 15 (38cn) floor to
ceiling height. No regulator in his mouth, |ong hose |layed out in sem circle on
the floor to his right, second stage working. H s mask was on his face, short hose
reg in lanyard around his neck, and other gear in place.

There was a mninmal amount of silt on the body, indicating little activity near the
bottom H's spg (fini) read O psi. The direction the teamwas headi ng was goi ng up
sl ope at the accident site, and it appears that both divers were stressed at this
poi nt, leading us to conclude that Victimnmay have been bunping the ceiling and
rolled off his left post (Abgang). He tried to get his |ong hose back but coul dn't
recover.
