S key to this st the and of the report.

Wa raceivaed 216 ineident repor=s in the
last year af whizh 303 have besn anm-
lysed. The difference is accounted for
by reports that are Illegible, refer to
poofessional divers or formign esateurs
abpoad, This {s & large increase on last
yasr, Wut as it sovers averything from
deaths to a =inor engioe Coult, and we
do not know vhether the increass is
based on more incidents or more report-
ing, 7 do notr feal that iz iz too im-
portant.

Although I gather ioformation oo all
asataur diving lneidents, you vill sas
=hur gpoms LE0 s chs reparta refes =a
S5AC members. Obviously ceparts frea
gur own Aranches ars =ore readily ob-
tainable and tend te dominate the stat-
istice for that reason. ds =ust Bs sare-
1l pot to draw the wrong copcioniens
from a bank of doata that is oot fully
reprasantative.

Whilst amy death i3 sme *oo meny, to
put that in some aort of perapsctive
I pate that the Salant Aren Coast-

guard reported 12 desths in that area
during the first eight sonths of this
yéar rveguiting from people. just being
at sen afd nothing to do with diving.

Lat s logk at scome of thess diving
fatalities in more detail,

March T1/HL. A ESAC povice doing & first
apan water dive if 4 QUATTY vas accom—
panied by an experienced Third Clasa
Diver, The novice hod pasned A, B aod C
teats but not Dy E and F, although con-
sidersd raady for E and F. She had done
sne Third Class lecturs ‘Principles of
the Agualung', but had mot taken a med-
jeal sxmmiostion.

In =he guarry the pair beoame saparated
in u denpe olédnd of gilt. The dive leadsr
sonductsd an unsuccessfil search and
<hen rose above the sile to lech for
bubblea but could ses none. The remaindar
af the party with o Third Class Diver

25 Mardhal had all rezurned to Their
sars to get changsd and ne had to get o
nearby climber So raise the slers wiile
e continued %o mearch. The Marshal

cack mver the search Pres his and found
sue vietim in 8m of watec. He gave EAR
yhich vas coatinued wvith ECM by the
Police who arrived shorsly aftervards,
put the diver was pronounced dead. The
inquest was told that the wictim's

penrt atepped as result of extoeme

shotk .

Yow, I know thar many Branches have o
rely heavily opn Third Class Jivers in
training progru=mes, but if T suggeated
that you took motoring lessons from an
oxperisnced car driver vhe still needed
& provisiomal lisense, you might think
it more than strange. A Third Class Diwver
iz & diver under treining and muat b=
recognised as such. [ am not in any uay
saying that this wam the cause of this
igedidene, but it =ay vell have aoved
tnis dive further down tbe slope of the
thasretical Iacident Pit.

Juns 126781, A Aiver aloas and without
n 588 at 15m, He 4id not surface and
hig hody, am far as I knovw, BRs not
teen [ound.

June 125/81. Tvo members of an independ-
ant cluby brother and aister, werw diving
in @ quarsy. They had plannsd to dive zo
30m byt eoded zp at Llm, The brother
Knocksd nis demand wvalve gut. Ascarding
to a leval pevspaper report he tried to
reagh him sinter's octopus rig and then
trigd to reach her desand valve o share
but Failed. He coarried ot a bucymnt
sgcent and wvas lusky %o be unhurt, His
sister uas lacer found dead. T have no
furthar information.

January L5/81. A greop of five BSAC
divers oo a4 Branch holiday sbromd vere
caught of the surfacs returning fros 3
dive by a mudden deterioration in the
weather. The victim wvas sesn to give the
‘O aignal but then surned over onto
his stomach. He was rescusd and brought
ashors whers EAR and ECM wvers given for

2] hours but be was prooounced dead.
There was sope oriticism of the time
saken for the ambulancs to arrive and
when it did get theras, aftar 1} hours,
the cylinder of sxygen could not be
taken dovn to the beach ag it vas bolted
dewm.

The victim bhod oaly one fin vhen re=cusd,
his bettle hirnesd and ABLY were around
his hips. The ABLJ had little air in it
and the bottle was empty and loose. He
had ditched his agqualung eylinder but

the top buckle of his ABLI vms stretched.

Apparently he had a habit of putting his
contunts gauge through his ABLY strap.

1 faar this i3 not an uncommon habit and
I know sne prominent BSAC diver who doea
stmething sizilar.

f have also had, ¥ia 0Q, a lptter from
A PADT Instructor who was vorking ln the
area at that time. During the whole of
that week =hers had bean heavy gales and
e had been oub with a camera taking
pletures of surf and spray on that sane
day. Even the wvictim's HBranch reparted
that there was a b to 10 fest svell
whigh suddenly deteriorated to 15 %o 20
feet. The PADI Instructor, who knows the
area wvell, considered it quite unsultable
for diving. He vas acecspanied by two
88AC Instructors who, he says, supported
that riew.

Decespression Sicknass.

There were 3O incidenza reported in-
volving decospressicn sicksess. Of these,
23 wvers recoopressed, Ninetésn ooourTsd
at i0m or more, | vare invelved in repeat
divea of some form and three vers farry-
ing out re-entry decompression. Twenty-
thres weres BSAC =embers,

Comparison with last yes: i3 interest-
ing, am it ahows & marked {ncresse im
reported casan tut A szaller iacreese io
shese =equiring recomprespion. The in-
erense in inpidentz inmyolving repeat
dives is mlsp very seall. This might be
sonatrued to mean that diving tables are
generally better understood and that
{jvers ara getting, recoghising or just
reporting mors sinor cases. Perbaps they
are Just pushing the tablea to their
lizits. Doe speouraging trend iz m
parksd reduction in the dangeroun prac-—
tice of re-sntry deédompressian.

Gesaper 51/61. A diver received n skin
hepd after & dive to 508 in Swithlapd
Quarry . fow, I do not normally report
ingident locatisnm amy clomer Shif
‘hepa' or 'mbroad', sea ar Iresh water,
put thio one is migoificant. The diver
had mot appreciated, I am told, that
the quarry is at l0bo abeve sea level
and therafore gualifies far altitude
diving corrections.

July 158/8L. Something more serious. A
dive vas planned correctly for 15 min
At igm with & min stope at 10m and Ta.
Divers A4 and B descended the sbotiine,
A had trouble clearing his ears, mo &
1efsy him apd sontinued =o +he hottom

dlane. The shot wan at bEm and off the
wreck, 30 A4 moved it smocze l0m and sShen
a further fm vertically up onto the
deek of the wreck. At thim stage he vas
joined by B vho had sleared his sars.

Aftar 19 min, bearing in mind She
planned 15 =zin bottos time, they left
the bottom and arvived at 10m with 50
ats in A's twinss=_ They did 5 =min at
10m bafors A waa forced o surlsce, B0
ne had =dssed cut 20 miz of stopa ye=
sulting from his dive being deeper and
longer than planned

After 10 min op the surface, A began Lo
fesl giddy. He re-entérsd the water and
444 10 min at 10m aod 20 =ia st 5. iz
symptoms clemred, but back cn the surfacse
ngain he voaited and sollapaed.

Shortly Befsre this another diver in the
saze group, 0, developed paina in tha
legs, alse after diviag %o Wlm. He, toa,
414 pe-antry decompréssisn. A uns re=
comprosged by the Havy and C apent 2
houra on oxygen umder medical super-
vision.

fe-antry decomprassion iz not suitable
nor peccessnded for wmnteur divers, To
2o it with prior sy=mptoma is sulzidal.
This ESAC Araoch oeeds o sxamine s
dsspmpression prosedures sarefully.

April 85781. A shell Tisnzrman did two
Aives to 29m, of 4l =in apd 30 min, and
=nds one stop of & =zin on thes first dive.
In doing %o he mizsed TO min of stops
ascording %o RN tables, He surraced

with severs hend symptoms and died before
reachifng & chamber. He wad reported Lo

we relying on a decospression mezer aub-
sequently found to be dsfertive,

Augurs LET/BL. A BSAC Natigoal [matrus-
sor sarried oot m copeat dive to IEm
Juat within the limivs of the BEAC table.
He tg a it and aciive diver vho does
ragular deep sepeat dives. He levaloped
= sboulder nohe but wvaited until the
pext day tefore sesking sedical advice.
This delay prolonged the treatoens.

His depth gougs vms later found ta he
bg out at I2s, vhisk msant that he had
siswed out 4 % min otop at 10m and Fm
on the second dive ooly.

When #A5 your ghuge last tesesd? Mike
Todd will Be talling om this subject
iater {a the Conference.

July LeS/EL. A Siver uho had bean
miffaring from "flu reccversd Jurf-
{eiently to go o a party on Gaturday
night, where he celabrated his ceturs
to health and wvenz to bed &t 3am.
After 2§ hours sleep, He travelled to
tha dive sits and at 11730mm d4i4 53

min at 189=, The no-stop time is 5T ain.

He davelopsd partial paralymis of the
lower =ight side within Sen miautes of
surfacing.

fiiness, alcohol mpd tiredneas zan all
lower cur resigtence to decospression
sicknean; this diver qualitisd om all
thrae counts.

Auguss 52/91. A BSAC diwer developed &
band after n 15 min dive to 62m using o
decompression mster for the stopa. The
first O min of the dive at depth vers
speat oo bis owm. fe vas recospremsed.

July 152/81. A BSAC diver 44d a dive

to 33m for 21 min wvithout stops. The
tables call for 5 min at 10m and 5 =i
at Ss, Half an hour after surfacing he
devaloped paine in the hip and knea,
folloved by wvomiting. As sought med-
foal mdvice, but oot until the next day,
and was recompresacd.

e was n Third Class Diver with tan
open=vater dives logged, who told the
chamber staff that he 'was not very
snowledgeable on decompression stops as
e had missed the lecturs', One wvooders
who signed him up for Third Claas.

August 160/81. A BBAC diver tangled in
a Liftiog bag snd was talen rapidly
from 20m to Tm befors relemse. On the
surfairs the diver sosplained of a head-
nohe anly, but latsr began to shiver
violently and lose fesling in the legs.
Fecompression woaa arranged.

Tha Braceh.reparted that 'the vietim
pormally auffars fros Severes nead=
aches and vomitiog after a deep dive
and then [indos a quist corner to aleep
#aF half an nour oz so'. Whatsver the
cause of this behaviour, it iz Rardly
holpful o any poor Dive Marsbal.

Hitroges Sercosis has Azt figured to any
great sktent in this year's report, bot
juguat 97/Bl more than makes up for
that.

A sric wvas diving o 46m, oae of wvhom
¢as & compleTs stranger to the other two.
He vas uping borroved sguipsent and was
heavily overweight. The lesder reported
shat '=n s percosis soale , they were §
out of 10°. Thers wers mo injuriea.

That, %o my mind, vas & real sccident
situation locking for somevhere to
happan.

Az vell sm being the year of the B3AC
Lifeboat Fund, this has beeo the year
of the lifsboet snd helicopter search.
Thers weps 37 Conscguacd alerts, 16
incidenta imvalving lifsbonts and 31
with #mlicopters = all locking for
lost divers.

April B7/81. Raspberry of the fear Aumrd
=ust ga ts the AEAC Beanch who forgot
+o tell the Coastguard that they were
back from & dive = but they bad given
notice of their departure. js they ro—
laxed in & pub miles from thé #ea, AN &
iir and zea penrch uns beling Launched.

It costs Gver 5,000 an hour ©o oparate
a large Helicopter af she type used for
thege gearches. As tmxpayers, that comes
sye af sur pocketsn eventually.

Jupe 126/81. A& Lone diver with no 5M3
soon became 4 lost diver aad the BNLI
and Coastguard -oe=enced & ssArch. Twe
ard m Rall hours latar he cravlied up the
beash after swi==ing ashore.



It was a BSAC Branch dive and he vas »
Club Instructor mnd the Granch Diving
Officer. At Leaat he had the commendable
hanesty ko write the repor:.

June S1/91. Tvo divers with an inade-
quate SMB were loat in deteriorating
weathar. There had been no sttempt to
obtain A veather farscnst. Their boat
then suffersd an engine failure,

The subsequent gscarch involved an BN
frigate, twa helicopters, o light
plang, a Lifeheat and sevaral logal
fishing boats. The divers wers regcusd
unburt after twe hours.

Jupe L2 B1, Two divers vers Lost by
their hoat cover. They had di{spansed
with the S5HB safter it had Yocooe tangled.
The divers managed t& svim E& shore and
spent the night in & cave. Meanvhile.

& search vma under way Involving a heli-
czopter, & lifeboat and mors than 16

rzall boats,

May 133/8L. This wes & ses and heli=
coptar search for two =issing divers who
had een dropped {rom an ioflstabls mnod
the left without any cover.

It ia interssting to compare these last
five incidenta with September 213/81.

Threa divers vera daparated from their
boat sover when Stheir SME line parted.
On surfacing they fired a smoke Clare
carried by ane of thea and wvere gquickly
resoued. The Cosstguard District Officer
commented that 'a persooal indicator
used sensibly avoided the pomaibility
of protracted and expenaive aearch'.

There soemh to be a atrange reluctance
smcOget divers to use 4 SMB, as if it
was 4 sign of weakness, Yet it I3 iz-
posnible for any boat to be certain of
following the bubble trail of sne pair
af divers ln average Britiah coanotal
waters.

Un the other hand %here have been thres
incidents reported whers SHBe have besn
eaught up in passing boats, causing the
divern to rise lnvoluncarily and rapidly
but, fortunately, without iogury. In
two cases the divers' ovn boat cover
was At fault,

Coe lesson to be learned is the danger
of attaching o SMB Line to yoursell by
a clip or slip knot. Diving knives are
not genermlly desigred far the oick
draw required in this sort of sizuarcion.

What sloe have THEY bess up sof

Well, we have a D0 with aome [reah oew
thinking on the abiliviss of Second
Class Divers. 0o a Sranch dive, o divep
found three shiny brass parthales, but
&34 nor haye time o recover them. His
Aranchk 00 went in, =a his own, to gek
them up.

The finder of this sreasure trove had
anly 50 ats leaft in his twin-set but
arranged that he uould 'pap devn %o
see how the D0 wvas getiting om'. Whils
doing so, he got caught up in some
ropes and ran sut of ade, Luckily, he

sanaged ta attract the D0's mttemtion
and they sarrisd cut an asasisted ascent.

In his report the DO comsented: "You
will have peticed by now tha: neither
of us kad dived with & buddy, The
reason for this is that om a ahallow
dive o Second Class Diver is capable of
locking after bimgelf.” Thin dive was
to 17m!

If the incident alone is not sufficisnt
demcnstrutios to him of how wrong he is,
than he should ook at September B6/81,
vhere & Secend Class Diver died in 2im
of wmter,

This incidest worries =& more than the
Teowbay "' diver type of stunt. At least
208t divers can recognise the covboy for
what he is, This DO really seems to be-
lisvye in vhat he says, and oo doubt the
disease is rompant throughout his
draneh.

August 186/81. Two divers were at LTOft.
A showed A his contents gauge, vhich
read 20 ats. B finmished reeling in the
diatancs lins that they had been uming.,
which was attached to the bottom of the
shot line. He twned back Lo A and 'vas
gurprised to find that he vas no longer
there, but heading rapidly for the sur-
fane’.

I cannot imagine why! A vms Lucky %o
escape with only ear damage. [& vould
sesm, to be charitable, that B was suf-
fering from parcosis. The dive, by a
BGAC Branch, was carrisd out using U5
Yavy Tables with wvhich, the Branch
réport days, all divera and Marahals
wvare familiar.

The 15 lavy Tables are not deaigned for
une by smateur divers, nor is their use
recoEmendsd by BSAC.

April 105/81. A novice who had never
dived below 15z before vas taken to 3lm
by a Club Inatructor diving on Freanch
tablen. During the desceat they wers
joined by a third diver who had heen
asscending btut had some air left. The
novice wag not so lucky, he later sur-
faced with an e=pry ank.

Clever chaps, the Freanch; they have man-
aged to work out tables that let you
stay down longer. Thers are, houever,
sne or tvo dravbacks that you should
investigats before gaobling your

bealth on them,

There is a reference in the incidemt
statistice 'Ears', relferring %o ear
inmnge. There hug been a largs incremse
froe § reporsed incidents last yaar to
14 this year. There does not seem to be
any particular underlying trend and
causes vary from vague references to
fiffisulty in elearing ears through to
bouyant ascent- they will clewr your
enra alpight!

Ope sember is pow permanently deaf in

ane sar after an incident thim year. We
all know the rules; do not dive with a
sold, do slsar Your sArs frequently on
x descent, do oot wait until it horts-



mut do all our trainees? Perhaps it
neads more emphasis.

BSAC Slimmer <of the Tesr Avard goes %o
8 diver who, in April (incidenz TE/B1),
went for his rirst dive of the season
after A winter slisming sampajgn. The
vater Lesperature was about 4°C and his
by now loome=fitting wetsuit <id pot
affer its usunl protection. Hs suffered
=ild hypothermia.

The boating imeidents started in the
early Spring with the usual crop of

first outing of the year engine fmil-
ures, [t really ia guite oarked. An
angine that Ras been in store for several
montha without AtTention cannot be ex-—
peeted to be relimhle,

Later, an experisnced Iostruostor fall
from his dory vhen showing some boat=
hapdling =ourae students how to do tight
turns. At this stage, the students had
oot been showed hov o recover a =an
overbonrd, and had %o vork it out for
themmelves with vocal sncouragement from
the vater.

On & mors serious mote, o Aiver on
angther boathandling course received
serious heed injuries vhen he fell
under & boat as it turced at pover.

April BOr8L. An sutboard engine jusmped
inte gear as it started, says the seport,
throwing the cox inte the asa. The empty
bomrt set off on its owm. A’ the cox sur-
faced he found that the boat had turned
arcund and vas hesding straight for him.
His reiged arm saved him from head fg-
Jjuriee but he was hadly lacerated.
Luckily the sngine stalled vhen the
propeller Ait him.

May 115/81. A Branch dropped the anchor
from their infiacables only to discover
that £t was not actually ateached to the
anchor line. 5o far Just aobarrassing,
annoying and expensive. But, combine
that with an engine feilure which, of
cgurae, ia vhnt happensd next, and
things start o becoms =ors critical.
ALl because gobody chetked the bomt
a-qu.i;nlnt.

April 118/81. Thres divers desacended
from an anchored inflatable ochto &
opular wTeck site leaving the [ourth
menber of their party, & girl, in the
boat, When the divers surfaced thay
did so downstreas in a 1l knot tide and,
luskily, were rescued by another
Branch's boat. The girl hsd mads no
pffort Co aseist them and 2t later
trangpired that she had besp told Eo
#it and wait for their return. She
could oot bave starfed the boat anoyway,
aod nond of the divers wers gualified
ar approved boathandlesrs and 4id not
even have permission to use the boat.

Last year at this Confersnce, Linda
Askmore talited on 'Women in Diving”
and drov attenticn to the fare that a
1ot of diving équipment ia not really
suitable for Shem. February 38/81
reporss an incident in vhich a lady
diver got into difficulty during
AsEisted Aspoent iraining beacause of

& lirge scuthpliece on a demand valve.
In trying %o get her mwouth around iv,
she svalleved a lot of vater and
paniched. Her buddy quickly retrieved
the situation.

This illustrates the point that mouth-
piecen can vary considerably in sfzs.

S0, ladies, before you persusde tha

Dive Marshal to pair you off with the
nev tanned, cuscular diver in the S3ranch,
check the sife of hia squipment!

83y now, I hope some of you may be think-
ing & vays of avoeiding besoming an in-
cident statiatic, if aoy of these events
sound ag though they could happen to
you. My predecessar, GCeorge Skuse, pro-
dyced an exeellent article in 'Diver’
last March, outliming hias Seven Fules
of Surrival, Although ooly intended as
advice, [ thoroughly endorse his sug-
g=stions, hased on this year's incid-
Artd.

1, — Dive with a buddy. Stay within Sm
of each other vhatever the vis-
ibility mnd remain in visusl ar
phyaionl contact ln low vis.
Peseober the 5 divers vho died solo.

2, = Btick to the practics of ‘one up,
il pp', wHAtevsrs the reasnn.
Remspber the 5 divers wvho died
soparated .

1. = Bve under a SM8 at all tipes,
ineluding wreck dives, unless the
bugy ia a positive danger, and not
Just a bit of o nuisEnce.

4, = Alvnys venr an ABLJ. This aeeds no
further comment.

5. = Only dive no-atop dives. A gquarter
of this year's bend cases did not.
You =ay be Interested that this is
mandatory io all BY, BAF and Army
Sub=Aqua Clubs and many other
Branches are follewing suit.

f. = If you must bBave a decompreseion
stop, plan the dive beforvhand, got
sopecne to check it and then stick
to the plan. We have hesrd of the
fate of ssveral vhe did not.,

Plan the dive and dive ths plan.

T. = Inmis= that +rainsss dive only vith
Becend Cigss divery. Only a Third
Class diver should be alloved to
dive without o Second Cluss
ey,

In the ceport you will find guidance om
reporting incidents, and I have attempted
to provide a simple definition of an
ipoident - an event Involving divers or
diving equipment im, on or cut of the
uster whers the diver is killed, lnjured
or subjected to more than normal risk.

Some of the most useful reports that T
have received are those where, as well
as reporting the fasts, the Branch has
taken the 2ime &t reach zome concluaion
aver the caluse of the [ncident. The walue
of this to the Branch =ust be consider=
abla, in that they heve thought how they
zan prevent it from happening again.



Such publicity would kill the reporting
dyates gtone Asas very gquickly.

All the reports are treated in cenfid-
apee and names ars pever divulged, 30

there {8 pno point in making =e who the
idigt in incident number so-and-so vag.

fio doubt some of you will be thinking
=hat thig imeident stuff is aluays =uch
the same; the asams mimtakess, the sase
results, year after ymar, But have all
your Branch sesbers Heard (=7 As a pos-
itive atap towvards incident prevention
mew sbout you, as Byanch DO, giviog o
short punchy pressntation to your Sranch?
A1l mhe material you need is there. Ga
back and frighten them to death - or
rather frightan them %o life!

And that iz whers [ storted this talk -
preventing incidents by good traiming,
aound squipment, thorough planning and
mticking to the rules.

My =hanks %o all those who have ment in
reports; [ am sorry that I cannot always
acknowledge them, Speciml thanks to the
Comches who are a regular acurce of
information, HY Coastguard who provide
sopies of all their incident reports
involving divers — including the BEAC
Advanced I[netructor vwho ot bent in
Seorland thim August and vho has 'Tor-
gotten® to report it - and to John
Hipehe1iffe Tor a regular aupply of
Bouth=-soadt nevspaper zuttiogs.”
